③. Mount the Monitor Plate: Secure the indoor monitor’s mounting plate to the wall-mounted box using screws.

④. Connect the Power Supply: With the power o�, connect the live (hot) and neutral wires of the power supply to the 

       power transformer. Organize the cables and place the power transformer into the wall-mounted box.

⑤. Complete the Installation: Correctly connect the cables to the indoor monitor, hang it on the wall mounting plate, 

       and power up the device to complete the installation.
